April

· Begin mowing fescue lawns to no less than 3”. Browning out will occur if cut to low. Make sure to keep blades sharp to prevent tearing of the tips of the blades of grass.

· Apply weed and feed to lawns (only if not previously fertilized with a slow release fertilizer). Apply only after weeds have emerged.

· Spray weeds in beds and natural areas with Roundup or equivalent. 

· Spray Azaleas, Pyracantha, Pieris and Rhododendron in late April for control of Lacebugs. Make three applications of Cygon or Isotox seven to fourteen days apart. When new growth begins on trees (especially Maples and Birches), check for presence of aphids, spider mites and chewing insects. Spray with Malathion, Isotox or Orthene as recommended by the manufacturer of the spray.

· After chance of frost (April 15), begin setting out annuals and perennials. Continue to plant smaller shrubs through April. Be sure to water during this month of active growth.

· After the 15th of the month, warm season lawns can be reseeded.
