General Notes:

· Follow instructions on container before mixing chemicals. Do not use the sprayer for mixing insecticides and herbicides. Always wash sprayer thoroughly before mixing different chemical.

· Cool season grasses (Fescue) should not be fertilized between may 1 and August 31.

· Prune flowering shrubs and trees after blooming in spring.

· Prune deciduous trees and Dogwoods while they are dormant. Oaks in the summer to prevent sucker shoots emerging around the wound.

· Hollies, which produce berries, can be pruned most anytime. Pruning in the summer may reduce berry production.

· Evergreens should be pruned in the spring after new growth to reduce size and maintain shape.

· Be careful not to wound tree or shrub trunks with lawn equipment or disease and insects may infest.

· High nitrogen fertilizers are best for foliage growth, lawns, trees, and shrubs.

· High phosphorous fertilizes help produce more buds for flowering. Great for Marigolds, Geraniums and Azaleas.

· Wilting leaves on plants May indicate too much moisture. Check for drainage problems. If apparent, solve by putting a layer of gravel in the bottom of planting hole. (This is also true for houseplants)

· Do not apply fertilizer near the trunk of trees and shrubs.
