June

· Continue to spray for weeds if a problem in beds or lawn.

· First of the month, prune Evergreen shrubs (Hollies, Boxwood, Camellia, Photinia) to shape. If there are any large cuts, apply a pruning sealer to prevent disease and insect infestation. 

· This is the month to enjoy Roses, so continue fertilizing and spraying. Remove dead Roses by cutting bloom and stem back to a five-leaflet leaf. As for all blooming plants, remove dead blooms to encourage new blooms.

· Watch for Japanese Beetles beginning to emerge. Spray with Liquid Sevin. Several applications will be necessary throughout the summer.

· Prune climbing Roses soon after blooming. Cut out diseased and dead canes leaving three or four vigorous young canes. Next year’s blooms produce on new shoots grown in the previous year.

· Watch for Chlorosis, leaves turning yellow between veins, on Boxwoods, Azaleas, Camellias and most all plants due to the lack of Iron. Correct with applications of liquid Iron.

· Add a handful of Bone meal to the soil around Rhododendrons to help produce blooms for next year.

· Continue to water if necessary, especially newly planted trees and shrubs.

· Continue to fertilize warm season lawns.
