March

· Fertilize established trees and shrubs (except Azaleas and Rhododendrons) with 10-10-10 fertilizers or a high nitrogen fertilizer using one or two handfuls per plant. Be careful not to apply fertilizer close to the trunk of the plant.

· Seed or reseed fescue lawns if necessary using a slow release, high nitrogen fertilizer. 

· Apply pre-emergence crabgrass preventer (only if not seeding or reseeding) before dogwoods bloom.

· In early March, apply bone meal, 4-25-0, to Azaleas to encourage blooming.

· Continue to plant tress, shrubs and groundcovers. Water thoroughly when planted and continue to water of dry during month.
