May

· Prune all early flowering shrubs after blooming. After blooming, fertilize all flowering shrubs. Use a special acid fertilizer for Azaleas, Rhododendron and Camellia. Be careful to only apply fertilizer around the perimeter of plant, not near the trunk.

· Spray in late May to destroy scale in crawler stage on Camellias using Cygon or Isotox.

· Fertilize and spray or dust roses for black spot, powdery mildew and insects. This should be done continuously throughout the summer.

· In late May, plant summer blooming bulbs, i.e., Caladiums, Gladiolus, Daylilies, Dahlias.

· If ants and other lawn insects are a problem, apply Spectricide to lawn.

· Mulch flower beds, shrubs and trees to retain moisture. Water if necessary during month. A long, slow watering is better than daily sprinkles to get water completely to roots.

· Begin fertilizing warm season lawns.
