November

· Fertilize cool season grasses at a light rate.

· Mulch trees and shrubs, removing old mulch and replacing with new.

· Plant tree and shrubs. Don’t forget to water.

· Even though plants are not in active growth during the winter, they still need water to survive. If the winter months are dry and the soil stays frozen, watering will be necessary particularly shallow rotted plants, such as Azaleas, Rhododendron, Dogwoods and White Pines.
